On December 15, 2011 Lane, Roy, Joe and myself, Bob Mende left Amarillo to seek our fortu
the Gold illed dessert of Arizona. We arrived in Congress, AZ December 17. We got there to late,
stayed outside of the Weaver claims office. The next morning we bought our $50.00 family yearly
We received a map and other documents to use while on thencsite. From there we went in search
for the claim site. On Sunday we looked the area over to get oriented with the area. We spent thr
days walking about the claims with our metal detectors hoping for a hit, and at the same time lool
for a possiblegplace to start digging. After the three days we decided to cease detectors and start
digging.

We then decided to buy a drywasher. We bought a Keene drywasher from a local prospector:
in Stanton. It took two days to screening and drywashing six buckets of material. The material wa
so we made three passes with the material. When mates damp, Gold will not fall into the ripples,
instead it will be carried over the ripples and out with the tailings. After wwogkthe six buckets, we
were able to find room for the remaining six.

By now it was time to move into the LDMA camp in Stanwhere we were scheduled to dig in th
